Journal Prompts:
These roughly follow the subjects discussed in class week by week, but feel free to write on a topic of your own, to reflect on and respond to the readings (it’s okay to argue with them or say you hated them), or to mix and match these prompts and do any one of them any week.

· List the websites you hit every day (or routinely).  What do they say about you?

· Is there a particular web forum, movie, book, or album that has really shaped the way you see life?

· After learning more about advertising, do you see ways you’ve bought into its messages?  Has it lost some of its grip on you?

· Watch a news show and ask yourself, “What isn’t being said here?  Why not?”  If you’re liberal, watch a liberal show.  If you’re conservative, watch a conservative show.  It’s too easy to do it to the other side, because we’re already steeped in all that rhetoric.  Learn to critique your own side as well.

· Discuss the readings, activities, or video clips from class further.  What really made an impression on you?  Why?
· What do you feel you’ve learned about writing so far?

· Tell me what you really thought of Paper 2

· What has been the hardest part of class for you?  The easiest?

· For three of your journal entries, I will allow you to skip posting something yourself, if you respond – really respond – to a classmate’s post.  One purpose of the Blackboard space is to let you talk with each other.

· I will also allow you three “absences” from Blackboard posts before it begins to count against your journal grade.  I don’t want you to learn the “lesson” that you have to bullshit your way through an assignment when you really have nothing you want to say. And sometimes, silence is an opinion.
